Podere Vaglie, Sollazzo Trebbiano Grechetto	 Italy	 3.50� 13.50

Clean and fruity with a slight hint of bitter lemon  
peel on the finish.

Sacchetto, Pinot Grigio Capito	 Italy	 –� 15.50

Fresh and well-structured with a fine, delicate  
and slightly spicy bouquet.

Mendoza Heights, Premium Chenin Blanc 	 Argentina	 –� 16.00

A wine of elegance with citrus aromas, and flavours of  
ripe pineapple, citrus zest and a long crisp, refreshing finish.

Berton Vineyards, Foundstone 	 Australia	 –� 17.50 
Chardonnay Viognier 	
Made from predominantly Chardonnay with a touch of  
Viognier. Ripe but fresh citrus and apricots notes through  
to a clean, off dry finish.

Viña Edmara, Sauvignon Blanc 	 Chile	 –� 17.50 
Aromas and flavors of citrus fruits such as grapefruit and lemon  
peel that lend a fresh balance to the tropical fruit character.  
Vibrant, fresh, deep, and well-rounded on the palate.

Ondarre, Rioja Blanco, Barrique Fermented 	 Spain	 –� 18.50

A delicious, balanced, fresh white Rioja made from the  
Viura grape.

Terre di Sava, Verdeca ‘Masseria Torre Rosa’ 	 Italy	 –� 19.00

With an aroma of dried peaches, this is a full flavoured  
and fruity wine with a subtle hint of tropical fruits on the palate.

Saint Clair, Bishops Leap Sauvignon Blanc 	 New Zealand	 –� 20.00

A full and crisp, powerful wine with intense aromas and  
flavours of passion fruit, blackcurrant, underlying gooseberry  
and herbal tones. Mouth-watering acidity is balanced by a  
full yet elegant palate that leads to a long lingering finish.

Cantina Bove, Feudi d’Albe’ 	 Italy	 –� 17.00 
Montepulciano d’Abruzzo
Full-flavoured, pleasantly dry with a hint of liquorice  
and a bouquet reminiscent of wild berries.

Viña Edmara, Pinot Noir	 Chile	 –� 17.50

It shows a seductive and complex combination of black  
cherry and Raspberry aromas, Rose petals and Violets,  
mingled with a soft touch of Vanilla and coconut. Full-bodied  
and rich, with a soft and velvety texture. Smooth tannins  
and an elegant aftertaste.

Dona Paula, Paula Malbec	 Argentina	 –� 19.50

A violet-red colour with aromas of fresh red and black  
fruits, berries, spices and cigar smoke. A smooth, round wine.

Cantina Bonacchi, Chianti Classico ‘Black Rooster’	 Italy	 –� 24.00

a warm, full and aromatic flavour of ripe cherries.

Penny’s Hill, Red Dot Shiraz Viognier 	 Australia	 –� 25.50
